SCHEDULE OF FAMILY RESOURCE CENTER  ACTIVITIES:

Playgroups have ended for  the 2009/2010 school-year, but will be back in September 2010 and will follow the school schedule.  Please call the FRC office (860 627-9741) for the start date in September. Parent Educator, Sharon Meehan, facilitates these playgroups. Playgroups, which are free, are held in Room 2 at Broad Brook School, and the schedule is as follows: 

· Mondays – For Ages 2 to 5 year olds

· Tuesdays – “Baby Talk” for babies and toddlers under 2 years old

· Wednesdays – For children up to 5 years old
· Thursdays – Music and Movement – For children up to 5 years old
Priority is given to East Windsor residents for the above playgroups.

The Parents As Teachers  (PAT) Home Visit Program is also offered FREE to East Windsor residents that have children ages birth up to 5 years old. PAT Parent Educator, Sharon Meehan, who also does the playgroups, provides this wonderful component of the Family Resource Center. Please call the office for further information or to enroll your child.  It is an exceptional national program for new parents.

SCHOOL-AGE BEFORE AND AFTER SCHOOL CHILDCARE PROGRAMS:


Enrollment is currently being taken for the 2010/2011 school year for childcare provided at Broad Brook School for East Windsor children enrolled in PreK to 8th Grade.

The FRC School-Age Childcare Program operates from 7 AM to 6 PM and provides the following services to accommodate individual families’ needs:

· Before School – 7 AM to 9 AM

· Extended Day Care for PreK and K – 9 AM to 3:45 PM

· After School – 2:45 PM to 6 PM

· School Closings – Childcare is provided for many holidays and Staff Professional Development Days.

· School Vacations (Christmas, Feb., and April) – Childcare from 7 AM to 6 PM at Broad Brook School

· See below regarding Summer Programs

· Flexible Schedules – Daily or weekly rates for school-year.

Please call the FRC office to obtain enrollment forms for next year.  A week’s tuition deposit is required with the completed application. 

SCHOOL-AGE SUMMER PROGRAM:

The FRC will be providing a School-Age Camp for boys and girls in Kindergarten to 7th Grade at Scout Hall on Abbe Road in East Windsor. This is the 10th year for this camp-like program.  It will operate from 7 AM to 6 PM, Monday through Friday, from July 5th to August 20th.  For those families that do not need the extended hours, children can be enrolled from 9 AM to 3 PM.  Weekly fees include the cost of two field trips every week – Tuesdays swimming at South Windsor Veterans’ Park and another theme-based field trip.  Archery, sports, hiking, arts and crafts, music, dancing, and water play are just some of the many fun activities offered each week. Parents can enroll their children for just one week or for the entire seven weeks.  We do not offer daily rates for the summer program, just weekly rates.  The rates are as follows:


7 AM to 6 PM - $162 per week (includes two field trips each week)


9 AM to 3 PM - $117 per week (includes two field trips each week)

PRESCHOOL SUMMER PROGRAM:


The FRC will be providing a summer camp at Broad Brook School for five weeks (July 12th to August 13th) and will run from Monday through Friday each week, from 9 AM to 12 PM. On Fridays the children will have a “Lunch Bunch” when they will bring a lunch to have a picnic and stay until 12:30 PM.  Many fun literacy, science, and math activities will be offered in each theme-based week’s curriculum.  Water play and other outside activities will also be provided daily.  The tuition per week is $55 per child.  Please come into the FRC office at Broad Brook School to obtain an application.  A current copy of your child’s physical is also needed with the application as well as the first week’s deposit.  Parents can sign their preschooler up for one week or for all five weeks. The preschool camp will be in air-conditioned Room One and will be facilitated by the FRC head teacher, Kate Kyle, who is certified.  Eleanor Hamilton will be her assistant.
