Drop out rate for 2007
Mr. Chambers explained the different categories of dropouts--students 16 years of age or older who leave school and do not return; students who transfer to another school, but never report it; students who leave school to enroll in a training program, including GED classes.  The annual drop out rate over the past few years has consistently been at 2%.  Mr. Chambers said that more students are staying in school.  He speculated that most drop outs entered the East Windsor School District after ninth grade.
