With songs like “Greased Lightning” and “Beauty School Dropout,” “Grease” bursts with rocking vitality and just plain fun. Frenchy’s obsessive change of hair color, the dancing contest with the seductive Vince Fontaine, and the dangerous Cha-Cha all depict the growing pains of a bygone generation.

Despite a chilly reception from critics, “Grease” was a popular success when it opened off-Broadway in 1972. The production went on to win nine Tony Awards, including one for best musical. “Grease” was adapted to the screen in 1978 in a popular movie starring John Travolta and Olivia Newton John.

In celebrating the freedom of being a teen in the post-war United States, “Grease” also notes the struggles and responsibilities that went along with that freedom. Set in the era in which the school was founded, “Grease,” brings the promise of the fifties back to East Windsor.
