Attached please find the required summer reading list for students enrolled in Honors English.  The Honors English curriculum at East Windsor High School is rigorous, and prepares students for the Advanced Placement (AP) test, offered during junior year, and UConn Academic Writing, our honors course for seniors for which students can earn four college credits. 

The ultimate goal of reading books from this list is to expose students to a variety of quality literature, and to give them the background necessary for success in later Honors English courses and in college. The required summer reading books have been chosen based on Advanced Placement (AP) recommended reading.  While care has been taken to select books with content appropriate for high school students, it is important to note that many of these books are classics that were initially written for adult audiences. 

Students enrolled in Honors English should BOTH of the required texts in addition to a book from the school-wide list. If possible, students should purchase the required texts and annotate (take notes on) their reading. The East Windsor High School Media Center will have limited copies of each book available for borrowing over the summer. Students should return to school in the fall with copies of the books to use during class discussion.
