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Science—The 5th grade science curriculum conforms to the standards established by the CT state science frameworks. 

These frameworks focus on students’ understanding of core concepts of physical science, using scientific reasoning, and recognizing the interactions among science, technology, and society.  

Grade 5 focuses on:

· Human reaction time 

· Our senses send signals to the brain through the nervous system so that we can respond.  This is critical to our survival.

· Light and sound

· Light and sound are forms of energy. 

· Sound is produced by the vibration of objects and is transmitted by the vibration of air and objects.  

· Light travels in a straight line and can be reflected by a mirror, refracted by a lens, or absorbed by other objects.

· Earth, moon, and sun  

· The positions of the Earth and the moon relative to the sun explain the cycles of day and night, as well as the monthly moon phases.

· Advances in technology
· Advances in technology allow us to acquire new information about the world.
