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Language Arts—The language arts curriculum reflects the state 

pre-kindergarten to 8 standards, which addresses reading, writing, listening, speaking, viewing, and presenting.

Math—The EWMS math curriculum reflects the CT framework standards and grade level expectations, which define concepts and skills for each grade level.


Students in grade 7 will experience the following:

· Data analysis: analyzing data and making predictions

· Patterns and numbers: using operations with rational numbers (fractions, decimals, percents) in problem solving

· Patterns in Algebra: use number properties to write, evaluate, and simplify equations

· Ratio and proportion: determine ratios to solve problems using rates, scale factors, and percentages

· Geometry: using knowledge of polygons, students determine congruence, similarity, and transformations

· Measurement: use formulas to solve problems using two and three dimensional objects

· Patterns and functions: use algebraic expressions, formulas, and equations to analyze patterns; make predictions based on patterns seen in graphing

· Probability: compare theoretical probability (odds of an event) to experimental probability (what actually happened)
